Bus Parking Buses should enter the complex from Silver Lake Road

Drone Use MHSAA UNMANNED AERIAL VEHICLE (DRONE) POLICY 
The use of unmanned aerial vehicles (“UAV”), also known as 
drones, is prohibited for any purpose by any persons at MHSAA 
tournament venues. Tournament management shall refuse 
admission or entry to anyone attempting to use a UAV; and if 
necessary, tournament management shall remove anyone 
attempting to use a UAV and/or confiscate the UAV until the 
event has been completed.  

 
Privacy Policy Per MHSAA policy using devices of any kind to capture or 

transmit images is strictly prohibited in locker rooms, dressing 
areas, training rooms, weigh-in rooms, showers, restrooms, or 
other areas where there is an expectation of privacy during 
MHSAA tournament events. Tournament managers or athletic 
directors that discover such use should move immediately to 
have the device removed and inform the head coach or athletic 
director of the identity and nature of the activity of the person 
involved.

depending upon the year, it is possible our football team will be 
hosting a playoff game so it may be crowded and there could be 
foot traffic around your tent(s) following the game.
